Apocalism


The first issues that would like to be addressed in Apocalism are those that are the life questions, supposedly answered by all religions in their own shape and way. These questions have some very believable answers, for the ignorant and insecure, but the real answers lie within the Apocalism doctrines.



Q: How did we (humans) get here? Where did we come from?

Q: What happens to us after we die?

Philosophies


There are a number of philosophies held by myself, these are the basis for Apocalism.

It Doesn’t Matter


This philosophy is about stress and other problems caused by society’s norm or standard. The way to look at it is, if you do terribly at your job or school, what does it matter? You don’t need to live by society’s standard; in fact, it’s one of the worst ways of living. People with their heads in the clouds can trip over a curb; people making sure they get up the curb, make it further on the sidewalk. This isn’t to say that dreams are bad, it just means that you shouldn’t remedy what’s done, only prevent bad things from coming your way again.

The Root of All Human Evils


The root of all bad things and all human evils is the feeling of insecurity. Hatred comes from the insecurity that you aren’t as good as someone else. Envy comes from the insecurity that you can’t get what someone else has. Religion comes from the insecurity that there is a reasonable explanation for what you think unfathomable. How to surpass these felling is explained later.


The Apocalypse is Here


We, humans, are the apocalypse. We are one of the few species that not only kill each other, but destroys other species as well. We cut down trees, we kill animals, we build, and we destroy everything that we want to. Just because no other species can speak up, in our languages, and we wouldn’t care if they did, because there is always a dollar to be made. We are the “most intellectually advanced” species, although we resort to the primitive art of war to solve our problems. · Pay homage to nature (whether you go for a walk or plant a tree) as frequently as you can

Enlightenment


The path to Enlightenment is not a hard one. It does however entail dedication. If you follow the beliefs as stated earlier, you will begin to reach Enlightenment. 


Insecurities/Fears

One thing that must be done is the removal of your insecurities. This can be accomplished in many ways. One of the more modern ways to overcome things is through a psychiatrist of some sort, and that would work. Another way is to openly face your fears and insecurities by realizing them yourself or having someone else (stranger or best friend) tell you what some of you insecurities are, and the defeating them. This is where the real dedication is. You must take your fears one at a time and complete an action that relates to that fear directly (e.g. if you fear flying, take a long flight, or learn to fly, or take a short flight in an unstable-seeming aircraft). You must do the same with your insecurities (e.g. if you are insecure about your weight, go to a gym and workout without your shirt on, or spend a good amount of time at a public pool) just to make your comfort level higher. When you have done away with your fears and insecurities, you should take something of an effigy of it, and put it in a wooden box and bury it in a place in the woods where you fell comfortable.
